THE RESURRECTION OF THE DEAD

In the Apostles’ Creed we proclaim that we
“believe in the communion of saints, the for-
giveness of sins, the resurrection of the body,
and life everlasting.” Today’s readings invite us
to explore these beliefs.

The passage from Second Maccabees makes it
clear that belief in the resurrection of the dead
was not born in Christianity, but in a time pre-
ceding Jesus’ coming. The martyred brothers
proclaim their conviction that God will raise
them to new life. No threat of death can bring
them to break one of their religious laws. Death
of their bodies is no death at all, compared to the
spiritual death that would result from transgress-
ing the law.

The silly riddle about marriage put to Jesus in
the Gospel gives him an opportunity to speak of
the “coming age,” when no one will be given in
marriage, and no one will be liable to death. Je-
sus too stresses how ancient is this teaching,
attributing this belief to Moses, who knew that
God is the God of the living.

St. Leo the Great was born in Tuscany. As
deacon, he was dispatched to Gaul as a
mediator by Emperor Valentinian Ill. He
reigned as Pope between 440 and 461. He
persuaded Emperor Valentinian to recog-
nize the primacy of the Bishop of Rome in
an edict in 445. The doctrine of the Incarna-
tion was formed by him in a letter to
the Patriarch of Constantinople, who had
already condemned Eutyches. At the Coun-
cil of Chalcedon this same letter was con-
firmed as the expression
of Catholic Faith concerning the Person of
Christ.

All secular historical treatises eulogize his
efforts during the upheaval of the fifth cen-
tury barbarian invasion. His encounter with
Attila the Hun, at the very gates of Rome
persuading him to turn back, remains a his-
torical memorial to his great eloquence.
When the Vandals under Genseric occu-
pied the city of Rome, he persuaded the in-
vaders to desist from pillaging the city and
harming its inhabitants. He died in 461,
leaving many letters and writings of great
historical value. His feast day is November
10th.
